A.) David's Reign Was God's Reign.

Deuteronomy 17:18-20 NKJV - "I8 "Also it shall be, when he sits on the
throne of his kingdom, that he shall write for himself a copy of this law
in a book, from the one before the priests, the Levites. 19 "And it shall
be with him, and he shall read it all the days of his life, that he may
learn to fear the LORD his God and be careful to observe all the words
of this law and these statutes, 20 "that his heart may not be lifted
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above his brethren, that he may not turn aside from the
commandment to the right hand or to the left, and that he may
prolong his days in his kingdom, he and his children in the midst of
Israel.”

I Samuel 8:9 NKJV - "9 "Now therefore, heed their voice. However, you
shall solemnly forewarn them, and show them the behavior of the king
who will reign over them.""

B.) David Administered Judgments in Righteousness.

Deuteronomy 4.8 NKJV - "8 "And what great nation is there that has
such statutes and righteous judgments as are in all this law which | set
before you this day?"

C.) Righteous judgments are Also Understood as the Application of the
Instructions of the Lord to All of Life.

D.) Righteous Judgments are God's Judgments, Therefore There Are No
Neutral Judgments.

In righteousness you
shall judge your neighbor."

Deuteronomy [I:16-17 NKJV - "I6 "Then | commanded your judges at that time,
saying, 'Hear the cases between your brethren, and judge righteously between
a man and his brother or the stranger who is with him. 17 'You shall not show
partiality in judgment; you shall hear the small as well as the great; you shall
not be afraid in any man's presence, for the judgment is God's. The case that is
too hard for you, bring to me, and | will hear it."
